The more common of the 2 Russian species. (sometimes referred to as Siberians)
Available in a multitude of colours and patterns, Winter Whites are available in 3 colours:- “Pearl”:- white,
including:- “Argente”:- Orangey brown, with with black eyes (as pictured below). “Normal”:- shades of
grey undercoat & red eyes. “Albino”:- white black and grey, ( as pictured below). And “Sapphire”:- a
with red eyes. Smokey blue grey colour.

Please note that Campbell’s and Winter Whites can cross-species breed, resulting in “Hybrids”, therefore,
some hamsters sold as “Russians” may be a cross-bred species. Some Hybrids can suffer from health issues;
therefore we recommend you do NOT cross species breed. ©OWLDB 2014
