Please remove all contents, label and clean before returning at the
end of the show.

Rehoming of Stock: Hamsters must be healthy and over 5 weeks old. No hamster for rehoming to be over 10 months
old. The seller MUST provide a card giving hamster’s DoB, breeder’s name & contact address or phone number and a box for their
transportation home. A commission of 20% will be deducted for club funds. The rehoming Manager has the right to refuse any
stock without giving a reason. Please note only hamsters from club members, who have exhibited at least once at any NHC
affiliated Club Show, will be accepted for rehoming.

A dog biscuit (supplied by the club) and a piece of fruit or veg MUST be placed in the show pen before benching.
